* Tie with twine or place in brown   bound documents, post-its, food, 
  paper grocery bags as directed   or contaminated paper.
  by your program.
* Glossy inserts may remain.

GLOSSY MAGAZINES * Keep clean and dry * No Readers Digest, TV Guide
Magazines with glossy * Tie in bundles or place in bags or other shiny paper stock
covers and pages * Separate from other paper magazines or large catalogs.

METALS * Empty and rinse * No aerosol spraycans, paint cans,
Aluminum, steel (tin) ant bimetal * May be flatten   foil, pie pans, TV dinner trays
food and beverage containers

GLASS BOTTLES & JARS * Empty and rinse * No ceramics, mirrors, crystal,
Clear, brown and green glass * Remove lids and rings and discard   milk glass, dishes, light bulbs, 
food and beverage containers * DO NOT BREAK   TV tubes, window and auto glass, 

* Labels may remain   Pyrex cookware

PLASTIC BOTTLES * Empty and rinse * No motor oil or antifreeze,
Plastic bottles with narrow necks and * Remove lids   pesticide & chemical containers,
a #1 or #2 in the recycling symbol * May be flatten   medicine bottles, or bottles with
on the bottom   code numbers 3-7.
